PSA INFORMATION FROM NANCY SAMS  

Basically what we need to share is that a PSA member working for stars is not allowed to enter more than 3 

sections in a division exhibition IF THEY WANT THE ACCEPTANCES TO BE COUNTED.  They could 

enter 4 sections but only 3 sections will go on the record for star ratings and the other acceptances will be 

thrown out by the star rating chairman. 

  

But if the Exhibition has more than just the EID division (for example), then one can enter as many as 3 

sections in each different division : Example: CPID, Nature and EID are all different divisions but everyone is 

limited to 3 sections for each division per Exhibition.

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TIM GREY ON WHITE BALANCE  

Because we recently had a discussion on White Balance at a SAG meeting, I thought you might be 

interested in this report by Tim Grey in December, 2009.

The following is used with the permission of Tim Grey. 

Today's Question:   

I recently read that the 18% gray card for exposures doesnôt work for the color 
balance. You need a separate card for color balance. Iôve never heard of needing two 
cards before. Is this true? 

 

Tim's Answer: 

I would say "no", that's not true, by virtue of the fact that you don't need a separate card for 
white balance adjustments in your digital captures. You can use a gray card for both in-
camera custom white balance captures, as well as for post-capture adjustments with a 
variety of techniques, such as using the White Balance Tool in Adobe Camera Raw. 

Having said that, there are various other products you could use when using a custom white 
balance in your camera. You can actually just use a plain sheet of white paper and get very 
good results, because all you really need is something that doesn't impart any color, so the 
color of the light can be evaluated. You can use a white version of the gray card (and many 
gray cards are white on the opposite side). You can also use products such as the ExpoDisc 
from ExpoImaging (www.expoimaging.com), which is a diffuser that you place in front of the 
lens to record a custom white balance setting. 

You can even take things a step further and "trick" the camera into creating a variation on 
"correct" white balance. This is generally done to produce an image that is slightly warmer, 
with a good example being the WarmCards from Vortex Media 
(www.warmcards.com/WC_PHOTO.html). 

The point is there are a variety of ways you can approach this issue, and while you may get 
different results with different products, the basic concept is the same. As long as you're 
using a neutral object as the basis of your white balance measurement, you should end up 
with an accurate color temperature compensation. 

Of course, an important thing to keep in mind in light of all this is that when you're capturing 
RAW there isn't an image-quality benefit to actually applying an in-camera compensation. 
Doing so can most certainly reduce your post-processing workload if it helps you produce a 
result out of the camera that is closer to your final intent, but you're not gaining anything in 
image quality since the white balance adjustments aren't applied to RAW captures until the 
RAW conversion stage anyway. So, if it improves your workflow, by all means put one of 
these techniques to use. But if you tend to focus on individual images that get lots of 
attention (as opposed to a workflow where you need to prepare a large number of images 
quickly) you might be better off simply adjusting the white balance compensation in the RAW 
conversion rather than in the camera.
