INTER-CLUB COMPETITION

Digitals need to meet the same size requirements that apply to regular
competition, ie., 1024 max width x 728 max height. The prints should be
max size 16x20 and unmounted. Interclub competitions are 3-4x per
year, ribbons are awarded to 1st,2nd, Srd and Honorable Mention images.
Your rep will tell you the score you received and award any ribbons at a club
meeting, usually several months after your image was submitted.

prints, and 3 contests per year.

Images that have already received a ribbon in Nature Interclub, regardless
of the year, are not eligible for re-entry even if the previous entry was

through another club.
