write the following: Several years ago Kay and Cliff Cross went to the rodeo in Flagstaff. Before
they went, Kay called to make sure they could take pictures. They were assured it was okay.
They went to the rodeo, walked around with their long lenses around their aeditsen went

to the grandstand, up high, across from the chute. Within minutes security came and escorted
them out of the arena. They did not get any reimbursement and etdreated in a very polite
mannerKay wrote a letter but got no reply.

Kay also reports they went to the Prescott rodeo but were told at the gate thauidayot take
in those cameras with the long lenses.

We both agreé then why can people come with point and shoots or even cell phones? My
cell phone takesrptty good pictures. But th@ointis i be careful and check if in doubt. And if
you call ahead of time, make sure you can bring in a long lens as this seems to be the key for
possible evictia.
