 On Thursday, 24th of March, Saguaro Camera Club was treated to a presentation by Arizona Re-

public photojournalist, Rob Schumacher. Robôs photography has appeared in such publications as USA 

Today, The Washington Post, Sports Illustrated and the New York Times. Rob is a native Arizonan and 

has been assigned to cover the last three Winter Olympics. 

 As a staff photographer for the Arizona Republic, Rob is given a variety of assignments. He pre-

pares himself by visualizing the photograph before he gets to the assignment. Basically luck favors the 

prepared mind. Some images require considerable cropping to get the image he wants. Other pictures 

are close crops. 

 Rob teaches classes. He states that there are two important parts to a photograph. One is the sub-

ject, the other is the background. A distracting background has to be eliminated by changing camera po-

sition, depth of field, etc.
