Four (4) 

images may be submitted from Assigned Subject 

and/or Open. EOY submission will be done us-

ing the normal entry form. Use 7 for the month.  

 

Images to be submitted in the Year End An-

nual Competition must have been entered in one 

of the monthly competitions of the current com-

petition year (September 2010 thru December 

2011). Images entered in previous competition 

years are not allowable for the current Year End 

competition. Entrants must have entered at least 

four (4) of the regular monthly competitions (16 

total images) during the past competition year in 

order to qualify to enter the EOY competition.  

 

The 2010 competition year was longer than 

normal in order to align the competition year 

with the fiscal year. 

 

For the 2010-2011 Competition year, May 

was a regular competition month. June, July and 

August 2011 did not have a regular monthly 

competition. Therefore the maximum number of 

entries submitted was 26 in each category (Open 

and Assigned) for the 2010-2011 Competition 

year. Total points for the year will come from the 

top 23 scores in each category.  

 

The Awards Night will be January 26, 2012 

at a location yet to be determined.

In his presentation he featured different 

cameras that NASA has used in its space pro-

gram since the early 1960's. He showed photos 

of the gear and descriptions of how they were 

used and what modifications were made to them 

from the standard off the shelf cameras. He 

brought along one of the 3 cameras that he owns 

that has flown on the Shuttles and showed a few 

photographs that were taken with it. The Nikon 

F3 was a staple of the Shuttle program from its 

earliest days until being retired in the mid 1990's. 

He is an award winning photographer whose 

work hangs in both private & corporate collec-

tions. His images have been featured in publica-

tions all over North America including National 

Geographic Traveler and United Airlines' Hemi-

spheres' magazine.
