Something to think about

Have you been able to question our better photographers about a picture? Have you ever been on a
shoot with them? Two things stand out in my mind when | think about what these folks seem to
know.

First thing that | have noticed is that they have a lot of knowledge about their equipment. They

know how to deal with problem light. They know what lens to use. To help gain this knowledge

you have camera manuals for looking up details and there are a lot of camera specialty books on the
market to help.

Second they seem to see things that we don't see until they point them out. Books are on the market
that help with your knowledge of what to look for and how to present it. Going to various judging's
and looking at the pictures entered by others will give you more knowledge. Another no brainer is

to join PSA and take the Image Analysis class. This is all done over the internet and takes very little
time. You analyze a picture and your analysis is then analyzed showing you your mistakes.

Well this is a great time of the year for shooting. Let's get out there and do it.

RESIZING IMAGES by John Tworek
Recently there was a question on how to size an image for competition.

The maximum horizontal size (How wide it is) is 1024 pixdie maximum vertical size (How
tall it is)768 pixels. Sizing is done in a program such as Photogbther programs such as Light-
room have similar sizing tools.

In Photoshop go to Image/image sidake sure constrain proportions is checké&tis will ena-
ble the image to keep aspect ratio as the image is resized.

Put resolution at 96 dpiAny resolution from 72 dpi to 100 dpi will worklhen change the width
to 1024 pixels.If this results in an image greater than 768 pixels in the height, then decrease the
height to 768 pixelsThe horizontal dimensions will decrease automatically to below 1024 pixels.

For the sake of projection, changing the resolution to a higher number such as 360 pixels per inch
will work for competition projection as long as the 1024 X 768 pixel dimensions areHoeev-

er when the images with high resolution are brought into Cactus Points, they will be Sonall.
example an image of 1024x768 pixats1000 dpi resolution will be 1 inch x .7 inches in dimen-

sion for Cactus Points.
